Co-operation Agreement

Co-operation between www.topprodukte.at and www.geizhals.at.

The operators of the two websites www.topprodukte.at and www.geizhals.at, Austrian Energy Agency (p.A. 1060 Vienna, Otto Bauer Gasse 6) and _________________________ agree upon a co-operation and mutual promotion in the following issues:

1. The Co-Operation Partners

www.topprodukte.at is a website in the context of the climate protection initiative of the Ministry of Life
 “klima:aktiv”. The “topprodukte” website offers its users a clear value comparison of electrical appliances in different (arbitrarily expandable) categories as well as a ranking according to the criteria energy consumption and efficiency.

For each category www.topprodukte.at lists the 30 best devices available on the market. When starting the co-operation the website offers about 40 sub-categories – which will be extended in the course of the time. The operators of this website closely co-operate with manufacturers and/or operators of similar websites in other European countries. The ranking of the devices is carried out according to internationally accepted criteria.

The website www.geizhals.at offers a comprehensive overview of electrical appliances presently available on the market and lists them according to their cheapest sources of supply. The website has around 1,4 million visits per month and belongs to the highly frequented websites in Austria. Moreover it represents a substantial source of information for a growing target group.

When starting the co-operation www.geizhals.at covers approximately xxxxxx products in xxx categories. Its co-operation with the Austrian Chamber of Commerce (WKÖ) and the positive evaluations in different comparison tests document the quality of the offers on “geizhals.at”.

2. Elements of Co-Operation

· Each of the “top products” additionally will show the information “saving energy = saving costs” (is a working title, final formulation follows).

· The content supplied by www.topprodukte.at regarding the topic “energy-efficient products save costs à la longue – even when the purchase price is higher” will be integrated in the content of www.geizhals.at.

· www.topprodukte.at will receive free of charge banner space in the sections “homepage”, in the respective “product channels” and/or in the section “highlight of the month”. The frequency of illustrating “topprodukte” banners depends on availability of advertising space. 

b) Services of www.topprodukte.at
· Co-operation with www.geizhals.at is mentioned on the starting page of www.topprodukte.at (editorially and as the case may be with the logo)

· Co-operation with www.geizhals.at will be presented in the context of the press conference ............ (at the press conference and in press texts). The “topprodukte” logo on “geizhals” should be demonstrated at the press conference. 

· www.geizhals.at has the possibility to communicate the co-operation in own press releases. 

· The “topprodukte” editorial office informs the “geizhals” editorial office early enough (at least 5 working days) before the new categories and/or products go on-line, so that www.geizhals.at can implement the services in accordance with 2.a. in time.
Financial Compensation

Both co-operation partners agree upon the fact that co-operation for the respective partner is free of charge. Materials such as banners are made available in the correct format.

3. Durability of co-operation
